Why are patients admitted to our 
Specialist Palliative Care Unit?

There are three reasons for inpatient admission:

•	 For the purpose of stabilising and better 

controlling symptoms (e.g. nausea, pain, 

constipation) so that the patient is then  

able to continue with care in their home.

•	 Hospice care for the dying:  for those 

patients who need a lot of support, above 

that which can be comfortably provided  

at home.

•	 For periods of respite care for the family, 

carers and for the patient.

Palliative Care staff who are trained to identify 

and manage not only the physical but also 

emotional, spiritual and social wellbeing of 

patients and their loved ones.

With the growth and ageing of Australia’s 

population, and an increase of chronic and 

generally incurable illnesses, the types of patient 

groups requiring palliative care has widened.
